1932- A group of Black Catholics began meeting on the third Sunday of each
month in Southeast San Diego. In honor of St. Therese of the Little Flower, Sr.
Mary Gabriel started The Little Flower Club in 1936, meeting regularly at 32nd and
L Streets.

Fall of 1938- The prayers of the Flower Club were finally heard for a church to be
stablished for “ Colored Catholics.” The first physical structure were two stores in
the 2900 block of Imperial Avenue. The first Mass at this site was on Christmas
Night 1938. Fr. Dan Leary was the pastor and celebrant. Fr. John Reagan, a Jesu-
it was the assistant. Two black sailors served the Mass. The building was blessed
three months later by Bishop Buddy who said “Mark my words, this will become, in
time a gem of a parish!”

Around 1943 a new site was acquired on 32nd and Imperial, and money was raised
for “steepled, arcaded church with good lines, visual attractiveness and warmth so
needed for lively, unified liturgies.”

In 1972, vandals broke the hands of the statue of Jesus in front of the church-thus
the motto: “I HAVE NO HANDS BUT YOURS.”

By 1994-95, the Church renovation was completed. The altar was moved forward;
lighting, sound systems and air conditioning were added. The stain glass windows
were permanently sealed for preservation. The front entrance was sealed with a
marble slab from the original altar engraved with the word: “We’ve come this far by
faith.” All funds for the renovation were raised without incurring any additional debt.

1932 - Un grupo de catolicos afroamericanos comenzé a reunirse el tercer domingo
de cada mes en el sureste de San Diego. En honor a Santa Teresa de Lisieux, la
Hna. Mary Gabriel fundé The Little Flower Club en 1936, reuniéndose regularmen-
teenlas calles 32y L.

Otofio de 1938 - Las oraciones de The Little Flower Club finalmente fueron escu-
chadas para que se estableciera una iglesia para los "catdlicos de color". La prime-
ra estructura fisica fueron dos tiendas en la cuadra 2900 de Imperial Avenue. La
primera misa en este lugar fue en la Noche de Navidad de 1938. El Padre Dan
Leary fue el pastor y celebrante. Padre John Reagan, un Jesuita, fue el asistente.
Dos marineros de color sirvieron en la misa. El edificio fue bendecido tres meses
después por el Obispo Buddy, quien dijo: "jRecuerden mis palabras, esto se con-
vertira, con el tiempo, en una joya de parroquia!"

Alrededor de 1943 se adquirié un nuevo sitio en la Calle 32 e Imperial, y se recau-
do dinero para una “iglesia porticada con campanarios con buenas lineas, atractivo
visual y calidez tan necesarios para liturgias unificadas y animadas”.

En 1972 vandalos rompieron las manos de la estatua de Jesus frente a la iglesia,
de ahi el lema: "NO TENGO MAS MANOS QUE LAS TUYAS".

Para 1994-95, se completo la renovacion de la Iglesia. El altar se movié hacia ade-
lante; Se agrego iluminacion, sistemas de sonido y aire acondicionado. Los vitrales
se sellaron permanentemente para su conservacion. La entrada principal fue sella-
da con una losa de marmol del altar original grabada con la palabra: "Hemos llega-
do hasta aqui por fe". Todos los fondos para la renovacién se recaudaron sin incu-
rrir en ninguna deuda adicional.
